All garbage is to be placed in City of Wilkes-Barre blue plastic garbage bags.
Garbage placed in any other bags or containers will NOT be collected.

As a "mandated mun|C|paI|ty the City of Wilkes-Barre is mandated to recycle, according to
Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) regulation: the Pennsylvania Municipal
Waste, Planning, Recycling and Waste Reduction Act of 1988 (ACT 101).

Residential Recycling

Recycling various items reduces the amount of waste going into landfills,
decreases disposal costs, saves natural resources, and lessens pollution risks.

Wilkes-Barre operates a recycling program for residents within the City limits.

All recycling is to be placed at the curb by 7AM on your scheduled
weekly collection day. (6 AM Memorial Day through Labor Day)

Recycling Rules:

* Recycling will not be collected from plastic bags (clear, white, black, store bags, etc.)
* Recyclables must be clean and visible to DPW crews
» Do not overload recycling bins

« Compact cardboard and dispose of cardboard and paper in the recycling
bins as best as possible, especially when there is rain or snow.

Recyclables will be collected from:
* City-Issued Recycling Bins
» There are no additional recycling bins available at this time, but the city is
working towards getting new bins for residents.

» Recycling Bins Purchased by Residents (available at home improvement stores)
» Open paper bags with newspapers inside
» Oversize cardboard boxes with compacted cardboard inside
