The Preferred Risk Policy (PRP)

The National Flood Insurance Program’s Preferred Risk Policy (PRP) offers lower-cost protection for homes and apartments in
areas of low-to moderate-flood risk. These areas outside of known floodplains are shown as B, C, or X zones on a Flood

Insurance Rate Map.

Most single-family homes, townhomes, and apartments in these areas are eligible for the lower PRP rates, as long as the building
does not have a significant history of flooding. Most muiti-unit condominium buildings do not qualify, though insurance for them is

available at standard rates.
